RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:

Mrs. Mary Stinson, Health Room Assistant, said she was here two months
ago, and she thought she was assured that when the budget went through that
the nurses were going to be considered for an increase, since they haven®
received an increase since 2001.

President Mahle replied we are still under negotiations with two unions, the
Teachers Union and the Custodians Union.

Mr. Podczasy stated a letter was sent to the Board from Dawn Shedlarski
requesting your raises, but we have to wait until the negotiations are settled.
Then we will know where we stand and then we can take care of everything
else.

Mr. Frank Ciavarella, Jr., stated some people came to me regarding the pit bulls
in back of the Lee Park Elementary School. Maybe the School should address
the Township and ask for an Ordinance like they have in Wilkes-Barre banning
all aggressive dogs.

Joseph Alberola, Supervisor of Buldings and Grounds, replied Mrs. Cecilia
Pecaitis has been in that situation with the Township over these pit bulls,
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prior to going to Hanover Green Elementary School. | think she can give
you some information she received from the Hanover Township Police
Department.

Mrs. Pecaitis remarked when | first started up there the dogs were puppies.
When they were getting closer to the playground, | contacted the Dog Law
Enforcement Officer at Hanover Township. He came to the school and told
us that as long as they are chained to the fence and they do not go pass the
property lines, they are within the Township® rules and regulations. The
Township did stop them from breeding the dogs and they stopped the
kennel runs. However, when the dogs got bigger | kept on calling and
again the Dog Enforcement Officer came to the school and told the

owners that they had to have them on heavy duty chains, so they can®

go on the roads. As long as they are within their property lines, they

are legal.

President Mahle also stated that we did go through the State also, asking
for help in this matter.

Mr. Ciavarella stated maybe your solicitor can send another letter

to the Township solicitor and you can work something out where the
Township can pass an ordinance. You, as a School Board, can®
pass an ordinance but the Township can.

President Mahle stated we will remind Hanover Township again about
this problem.
