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PRESIDENT MAHLEÕS COMMENTS ON THE 2007-2008 BUDGET 
 
     I would like to make a few comments concerning the ($22,734,500 dollar) 
2007-2008 Budget.  This Board has worked and will continue to diligently work to 
keep the cost of education in Hanover Area School District at a minimum and the 
standards of education high.  In reviewing the figures in this budget, it should be 
noted that approximately 95% of the budget expenditures include fixed cost items 
such as employee salaries and fringe benefits, debt services, insurance, utility 
costs, equipment leases, building maintenance and upkeep, cost of educational 
programs, transportation and supplies. 
 
     The School DistrictÕs Preliminary Tentative Budget passed in February, 2007, 
had a tentative 6 mill tax increase.  The Final Budget, which we adopted tonight, 
has no increase in taxes. 
 
     Over the last eight years, the State of Pennsylvania has increased its annual 
state subsidy 2%.  School District costs and expenses have risen at an annual 
rate of 2% to 3%.  The State of Pennsylvania provides us with approximately 
31% of our total revenue through our Basic Instructional Subsidy and the State 
Education Block Grants. The District has had to use its fund balance carryover 
from year to year to fund previous yearÕs budgets.  In years where there was no 
fund balance, carryover costs have been reduced. 
 
     The 2007-2008 Budget costs have been reduced (trimmed) wherever cuts 
could be made.  As we all know, the cost of running a household rises every year 
and so do the expenses in this School District.  The Board and Administration 
have worked diligently, over the last 90 days, to reduce the Preliminary Tentative 
Budget. 
 
     The School District, for this upcoming year, as in past years, will continue to 
enhance its educational programs with new and revised curriculum and 
technologies in order for our students to be better prepared and move ahead in 
the 21st Century. 
 
     The Final Budget does not reflect any adjustments to revenues from slot 
machine revenues. 
 
     The School District will continue to enhance its educational programs through 
its curriculum and continue to move forward in technology during the 2007-2008 
School Year.  The budget will also keep in effect the current structure of our 
elementary classes, K-6: Hanover Green Elementary School which holds full-
time kindergarten classes, Lee Park Elementary School which holds first and  
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second grades, Lyndwood Elementary School which holds third and fourth 
grades, and Hanover Area Memorial Elementary School which holds fifth and 
sixth grades.   
 
     This School Board will continue to improve and fulfill all the educational needs 
of the students in the Hanover Area School District by providing a proper learning 
environment with highly qualified staff, administrators, and support personnel 
with a continually updated curriculum in a cost effective manner.
