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102. ACADEMIC STANDARDS

Academic standards - the academic standards are driven by the Pennsylvania
Department of Education which describe the knowledge and skills students are
expected to demonstrate. The district provides for the attainment of the academic
standards as outlined in Chapter 4, Item 4.12 of 22 Pa. Code. The academic
standards for reading, writing, speaking, and listening; mathematics; science and
technology, environment and ecology; history, geography, civics and government,
economics; arts and humanities; career education and work; health safety and
physical education; and family and consumer science, guide the instructional
programs throughout the district.

The Board shall establish academic standards for district students to attain, in
accordance with those adopted by the State Board of Education, in the following
content areas:

1. Reading, Writing, Speaking and Listening.

2. Mathematics.

3. Science and Technology.

4. Environment and Ecology.

5. Social Studies - to include history, geography, civics and government, and
economics.

6. Arts and Humanities.
7. Career Education and Work.
8. Health, Safety and Physical Education.

9. Family and Consumer Science.
